(LTA) and talented players have the 
chance to join performance squads, 
county teams and the ladder to national 

and international play. For those who 
prefer social play we have regular 
sessions for juniors, adults and family 
mix ins. Warwick Boat Club has a team 
of 5 coaches. They will help young 
players to progress according to age 
and ability.
Parents are welcome to come to the 
club, and many choose to join too. As 
well as playing with their children there 
are many opportunities to join club 
sessions where games are arranged for 
you. Also, to participate in competitions, 
team play and social events that are 
organised throughout the year.
